This Sunday, 17" January, marks the beginning of the Week for Christian Unity, something desperately needed in
our world at the moment, particularly after the shocking storming of the Capitol building in Washington by
pro-Trump Protestors and the divisions highlighted by this. The Churches Together in Britain and Ireland, with
the assistance of the Monastic Community of Grandchamp in Switzerland, have put together some resources for
this week, the theme of which is “Abide in my love and you shall bear much fruit”, based on John 15:1-17.

The community reflects upon the importance of the rhythm of prayer, hymns and psalms and perhaps most
importantly, silence, as an important gift from the ancient Church to the Church of today struggling with
pandemics and lockdowns and, more widely, with some of the serious challenges that our world faces, most
particularly climate change, racism and poverty.

They have produced some powerful daily meditations, prayers and practical suggestions, which you might like to
